Battalion leadership helps strengthen marital relationships of Soldiers, spouses

Central Texas Girl Scouts recognizes women of distinction

Deployments can be strenuous in 
countless ways for both deployed Sol-
diers and their Families. 

Soldiers experience the stress of 
daily combat operations, long work-
ing hours, little time for rest and 
recuperation and long periods of time 
away from their Families.

In the absence of a Soldier, Fami-
lies must continue to move forward 
with daily routines, pick up addition-
al responsibilities previously handled 
by the deployed Family member, and 
deal with the absence of their loved 
ones for extended periods of time.

“This retreat,” he added, “is 
designed to help the couples recon-
nect and build upon their marriage 
through positive communication 
skills.”

During the two-day retreat, Eke 
and Lt. Col. James Carter, the 4th 
Inf. Div. chaplain, hosted discus-
sions and workgroups to help the 
couples with communication 
skills in an effort to help Family  
members  grow stronger relationships 

with each other.
“Communication is the number 

one key to building a strong relation-
ship,” Eke said. 

“Although communication is a 
large part of everything we do in life,” 
he added, “effective communication 
is often the one key skill that we, as 
humans, struggle with.”
